Pool Safety/Drowning Prevention

Make yourself aware of the action steps you can
follow for safeguarding (your) children in and
around the water. Children are curious, and their
inability to recognize danger can place them at a high
risk. Adults must be responsible for establishing and
communicating supervision duties for their children.

SUPERVISION

e Never assume someone else is watching a child.
Have an adult assigned to keep visual contact of
a child at all times when at the pool.

¢ Do not leave a child alone near
a pool, pond, bathtub, toilet,
or any water in which
a child's mouth
and nose can
be submersed.
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® Don't rely on
swimming T —
lessons, life preservers,
or any other water device
to make a child safe in the water.

e Look near the water first if a child is missing.

e Communicate well the pool safety measures with
your babysitter and train him/her in CPR.

PREPARATION

e As an adult, preparedness is key in child safety.
Learn how to swim if you do not know already.
Also, it will be helpful to learn proper rescue
techniques as well as CPR.

e Have a phone near the pool area in the event 9-1-1
must be called for an emergency. While talking on
the phone, stay with the children.

¢ Be aware that children can drown during very short
breaks in visual contact.

Remember, drowning can often be a silent event.
Children under the age of five don’t understand
the dangers of falling into water and likely will not
splash or cry out/yell for help.
