LY T (@ 2016 Assessment Explanation

As a prime planned community in Texas, ever since its start, Riverstone has maintained its living spaces and all related natural resources
to coexist at its best, of course only by the support of its esteemed residents. We are greatly proud of our Lakes, pool systems, parks and
recreational areas and we continue to maintain all the amenities with the funds collected via HOA fees.

We have always tried to be sensitive to raising the assessment rate and make sure that the rate is fair and appropriate for what the
community has to maintain. When a new master planned community is in a developing stage it is expected that HOA dues will continue
to increase until development of new sections has ceased. As a matter of reference, we have just a little over 4,000 occupied homes to
date and we are planned for over 6,000 at full build-out. We have been developing Riverstone since 2000 and we still have another two
to three years left depending on market conditions. We continue to add new HOA areas to the overall community on a monthly basis and
those maintenance costs continue to rise based on this increased scope.

The HOA Board has proposed the $40 base fee increase for 2016 based on the following aspects.

1. Right now we have a basic budget of around $6,500,000 (this excludes the foundation expenses and revenue which is a wash)
and this budget is designed to maintain the community at the level that everyone bought into. We need to continue our planning
as every resident expects.

2. If we had the ultimate 6,000 homes that are projected for build out and we charged $1,000 per year per home in assessments that
would generate roughly $6,000,000. That’s a $500,000 shortfall. We need to look into our future and plan for such shortfalls.

3.  While many other communities charge for certain facilities to be used by its residents, Riverstone facilities are free and open to
our residents.

4. If we do not apply this slight increase, we may end up reducing the level of some of our services that our residents really enjoy.

The Riverstone HOA Board of Directors has agreed to extend the assessment payment deadline to February 29, 2016.
The HOA Budget has been inserted in the Jan 2016 newsletter for our resident’s review.
