Having a prepared inventory 
list can be a lifesaver when filing a police report and/or in-
surance claim.

Here are some tips on how to create a home inventory list of 
your valuables in case of a loss, due to your property being 
lost, theft or natural disaster:

List and Photograph Valuables

• �Make a detailed list and photograph your items such as 
electronics, tools, clothing, jewelry, etc.

• �Describe in detail the color, size, weight, value, etc.
• �Take notes and photographs of any unique markings that 

will set your item apart and help identify them later.

Make, Model, and Serial Number Collection

• �Write down and photograph the serial number, make, and 
model, of every item.

• �Some items might not have identifying numbers. 
Consider engraving.

Storing the Inventory List

• �Have more than one 
method of saving and 
storing your inventory list. 
Such as, writing it down 
on paper, having an online 
file storage provider and/
or a flash drive.

• �Consider storing the 
inventory list off site 
such as digitally, in  
a safety deposit box,  
or somewhere else other 
than your residence, in the event of an emergency 
and/or natural disaster, it may not be accessible. 

• �Always keep your inventory list up to date.
