Alligator Etiquette   
From time to time, because of all the water around the Greater 
Houston area as well as the many acres still undeveloped, 
alligators will appear on the scene. They are opportunistic 
looking for food and, during spring, looking for love. Due to 
urbanization, sometimes they’re looking for love in all the wrong 
places. They typically mind their business unless provoked, but 
countless horror stories and theories abound as to their love for 
small dogs and children. Yes, alligators can be aggressive.  
Yes, big alligators could eat small dogs and harm small children. 
Yes, you could be struck by lightning. The point is that when 
we see alligators “intruding” into “our” world, common sense 
dictates that you stay out of their way. 

1.  Do NOT feed or harass alligators. If you love your pet, keep 
it on a leash. Do not throw Objects into the water for your 
dog to retrieve. 

2.  If you see a pile of twigs, grasses and/or soil near the side 
of the trail, avoid it. It’s a nest and the mother alligator  
is probably close by guarding it.

3.  Plan a route of retreat: Retreat slowly; make no quick 
movements. Keep your eyes on the alligator. Retreat uphill 
where possible. Keep retreating in this manner until the 
alligator no longer demonstrates aggressive behavior.

If the alligator is acting out in an aggressive manner, please 
try to make contact with the Texas Park and Wildlife to make 
a complaint. Otherwise please contact the Riverstone HOA. 
Unless the alligator is aggressive or on your property, the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife will not give you a complaint number. It is 
best to call the HOA and let us obtain a complaint number, 
which can be done during normal business hours. Once  
a complaint number has been given to the HOA a nuisance 
hunter can be called and they will come try to apprehend the 
alligator and relocate it.
